The Rembrandt Chamber Players (RCP), one of Chicago's premiere chamber ensembles, is proud to announce its 17th Annual High School Chamber Music Competition.  The competition is open to high school age musicians playing in chamber ensembles ranging in size from trios to octets. 

The competition will be held on Sunday, February 5, 2012 at Northwestern University’s Regenstein Recital Hall, 60 Arts Circle Drive, Evanston at 10:30 AM.  Parking can be found in the parking structure just south of Regenstein.  RCP requires performance of one or more movements from a single chamber work, lasting A MINIMUM OF 5 MINUTES TO NO LONGER THAN 10 MINUTES.  Each auditioning group will receive written evaluations from the judges.  Last year's winning ensembles are not eligible to enter this year’s competition.  The application deadline is January 20, 2012.  Absolutely no late applications will be accepted. 

Winning ensemble(s) will become Rembrandt Young Artists for an entire year and will receive ongoing coaching sessions with members of the Rembrandt Chamber Players.  Winners will perform on RCP’s 2011-2012 Concert Season on March 4, 2012, 7:30 PM at the Music Institute of Chicago in Evanston and on March 5, 2012, 7:30 PM at the Driehaus Museum in Chicago. Winning ensembles must be available to perform at these concerts.  As Rembrandt Young Artists, winners will be invited to perform in the community such as at senior centers, schools, churches, and concert halls as opportunities arise.  At least one of these performances is required.  All groups entering the competition are asked to select a name for their ensemble to be printed in the program and in future announcements. 

Cash prizes will be awarded to the winners.
