It’s that time of year again, when we invite you to participate in the annual Rembrandt Chamber Players (RCP) High School Competition.

For those of you familiar with us there are a few changes this year, and for those new to us, we invite you to participate by sending your outstanding high school ensembles to our competition on Sunday, February 5, 2012 at 10:30 AM in Regenstein Recital Hall at Northwestern University in Evanston.

This year there will be an increase in the prize money for the first and second place winners.  We will also have more performance opportunities for the winners (who we call Rembrandt Young Artists) than in the past, and the winning ensembles will be offered coaching from RCP members either before their performance on our concerts or in preparation for future outreach activities.

In addition, we hold a competition within the competition.  In order to increase support for these talented young artists, we encourage audience participation by rewarding Itunes gift cards to the group bringing in the most friends and family.

Please note that your musical selection(s) must fall within the 5-10-minute range in length.  Multiple movements must be part of the same composition.

Please remember that if your ensemble won last year they are not eligible to compete this year.  However, if the group has graduated, disbanded or changed to the extent that less than 50% of the new ensemble is made up of 2011 winners, then they are free to enter the competition again.  

We find it so rewarding to encourage the future of our art form in this way and the feedback we get from past winners and participants really motivates us to continue this worthwhile competition and to expand opportunities for young people to perform chamber music.

Please return the enclosed forms no later than January 20th in order to be included in Rembrandt’s 17th Annual Competition.
